SPATIAL ANALYSIS IN FEDERAL CROP INSURANCE: CHALLENGES AND OPPORTUNITIES

Federal crop insurance program has emerged as a leading risk management tool and as the farm commodity program that protects
producer against adverse natural events. Federal crop insurance is a $40 billion program covering 218 million acres and over one
hundred commaodities under 22 existing crop insurance plans. Existing crop insurance plans make limited use of spatial analyses in the
estimation of yield, price or acreage distributions; premium rate estimation; or addressing asymmetric information issues resulting in
adverse selection and moral hazard.

IMPROVING DATA AVAILABILITY FOR RESEARCH: METHODS FOR INCREASING RESPONSE RATES AND
IMPROVING DATA QUALITY IN PRODUCER AND MANUFACTURING BASED SURVEYS

Agricultural economists rely on survey data for their statistical analyses. However, even as the statistical tools used to examine data
have improved dramatically in recent years, the quality of the resulting analyses has been subject to criticisms due to poor responses
rates to surveys. for example, analyses by Boland et al. (2001) and Hooker et al. (1999) were based on survey data from 36 percent (18
of 50 questionnaires) and 42 percent (41 of 98 questionnaires) of their populations. The purpose of this session is to explore recently
developed techniques that experts in survey design and implementation have been using to increase response rates and improve data
quality. Participants have been involved in surveys at both the producer and manufacturing levels, thus this session will be able to
cover a continuum of survey design approaches from the producer/grower to manufacturer levels. Since our goal is to advance
understanding of the effectiveness of alternative survey designs, the session will devote about one-half the time to audience
participation.
